Powers (Disasters) (False Information and Alarming

Reports) Order, 19      .

In this Order the term “authorized person”

means a person engaged in the work of hurricane relief

that has been authorized by the Governor in Council.

A person is guilty of an offence who


(a)
makes a false report or statement

or gives information to an authorised

person relating to damage or injury

suffered by the first mentioned person

or his family or property; or

(b) makes a false report or statement on

behalf of another person, or relating

to any benefit of assistance or the

lack of benefits or assistance that he

would not receive but for the false

report, statement or information.

4. (1)
A person is guilty of an offence who, in any

public or private place, makes a false statement,

whether he believes it to be true or not, that is

calculated to cause alarm or despondency,

(a) with respect to the hurricane, its

effects damage or casualties; or


(b)
with respect to supplies and



essential services, including the



protection of life and property.

    (2)
Sub-paragraph (1) does not apply to a

statement made by an authorised person in the course

of his duty if he believes the statement to be true.

(5)
A person is guilty of an offence who makes

a statement or publishes a document calculated to

cause dissatisfaction or unrest among the community

or any part, section or class of the community.

A person who is found guilty of an offence

under this Order is liable on summary conviction to a

term of three months or to both.
