>Strong interest to serve the community 
 
The overall mission of DAC is to recruit and train members in all areas of Disaster 
Management in order to support the DDM in its mission of providing Disaster 
Management services to the BVI. 
 
The operational objectives and functions of DAC are to:- 
• train and organize volunteers to assist in disaster preparedness activities and in the 

performance of immediate post disaster relief and rehabilitation activities; 
 
• inform volunteers regarding disasters and disaster preparedness in general; 
 
• improve team spirit, leadership qualities and communication skills among persons in 

the community; 
 
• create a medium through which the awareness of young people as it relates to 

disaster preparedness is raised by educating and encouraging them to disseminate 
information and knowledge among their peers. 

 
• be in constant contact with the DDM and to carry out procedures laid down by the 

DDM, design and implement an annual work programme, coordinate training 
programme in disasters for schools, non-government organizations etc., community 
assistance, and community training. 

 
Each member’s service is on a volunteer basis. The Disaster Auxiliary Corps is intended to 
train successful applicants in various areas including, but not limited to, shelter 
management, basic first aid, CPR, VHF radio operation, disaster programme 
management, search and rescue and the over all disaster preparedness.
